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WATCHMAN MURDER PLOT THICKENS!

THE INSIDE SCOOP ON THE WATCH OPEN WEEKEND INVESTIGATIONS

An exclusive inside source has
revealed to the Times that the
Watch's Special Constables have
enthusiastically taken to their
assignment of solving the
attempted murder of Watchman
Reg Shoe on Friday night. Our
source confirmed that a number
of suspects and other interested
parties have been politely
invited to answer some casual
and not-so-casual questions in
the interiew rooms of the Tanty.

In a press conference on the
